Generally, all necessary materials are provided by the school: notebooks, pencils, erasers, and rulers are the basic items 
supplied to our students. 

The following list suggests items you may wish to provide your child with: 

PRIMARY STUDENTS (Gr.1-3): pencil crayons, pencil case, glue sticks, backpack. *indoor running shoes are re-
quired. 

JUNIOR STUDENTS (Gr.4-6): pencil crayons, highlighter, duotangs, 3-hole lined paper, calculator, pencil case, math 
set, binder with 1" rings, blue and red ballpoint pens, glue sticks, scissors, back pack. *indoor running shoes are re-
quired. 

INTERMEDIATE STUDENTS (Gr.7-8 ): calculator, glue sticks, highlighter, pencil crayons, pencil case, binder, divid-
ers, lined paper, markers, back pack, French/English dictionary (more than 50,000 references) *indoor running shoes are 
required.
